Excuse me, does anyone believe that? Sorry, simply more lies and 
deception. Now the congress 
must go back and raise the 
ceiling debt again another two 
trillion dollars or we can’t pay 
the bills. Did anyone think to 
ask where are we getting the 
money to do that? No. Why 
not, because they simply print 
more money, sell more bonds 
and on it goes.
